Jac & Do’s has existed in Fostoria for many
years, though it has seen various owners and
periods of vacancy. While the Robinsons initially
planned to open a food truck, their direction
changed when Pratt decided to turn his passion
for cooking into a career. After he attended
culinary school and earned three degrees, this
shifted Jennifer and his focus to a new venture.
They officially opened Jac & Do’s on April 20,
2024.

Despite having no prior experience in the
food industry, the Robinsons invested significant
time in learning the trade by consulting with
former employees, and continually conducting
research through books and videos. They
place a high priority on using fresh ingredients;
they make their own dough and sauce, slice
their own meats, and hand-cut all vegetables.
Looking ahead, one of their primary goals is to
create a garden to have truly locally sourced
ingredients to use.

Their bestselling pizzas are:

-Pepperoni

-Deluxe: pepperoni, sausage, mushrooms,
green olives, onions, and green peppers.

-Taco: refried beans, seasoned beef, shredded
lettuce, onions, black olives, diced tomatoes,
and cheddar cheese.

While they have kept some recipes from the
previous owners, they have expanded their
menu to offer more variety, including a recently
added pickle pizza.

Both Pratt and Jennifer are Seneca County
natives and shared how customer feedback and
taste tests helped refine their menu to better
serve the community. “Our main importance is
our customers,” Pratt stated, emphasizing their
commitment to quality and variety.

The Robinsons have cultivated a warm,
family-oriented atmosphere especially since
their children work alongside them. Their long-
term goal is to expand Jac & Do’s to other
locations while maintaining a “hometown feel”
and staying active in the community. They are
particularly proud to witness the growth of
downtown Fostoria and being a part of it.

FOSTORIA PIZZA PALACE
1610 N. COUNTY LINE ST., FOSTORIA

Likewise, Fostoria Pizza Palace continues to
follow the original recipes. Fort Ball Pizza Palace
opened its Fostoria storefront in 1981. Tom
Daniel, who grew up working at the restaurant,
purchased the business in 1992. Since then,
the business has moved into its third building,
moving to County Line Street in 2022. This new
location has significantly benefited operations
by adding much needed space.

Daniel noted that they will remain a carryout-
only establishment, as this format works best
for them. In fact, because they were already
carryout-focused when COVID-19 occurred, they
did not need to pivot their operations and were
able to gain new customers during that time.

The move to the newer location has further
supported this growth.

Daniel emphasized that the primary focus is
on customer satisfaction and product quality.
They use fresh ingredients, including handmade
sauces and pizza dough prepared daily. Their
best-selling pizzas include traditional pepperoni,
pepperoni and bacon, meat eater, taco, and
buffalo chicken. Margie Daniel, co-owner, noted
that their pizza often becomes a long-standing
tradition for customers. Many children who
grow up eating their pizza return as adults to
share the experience with their own families.

When asked about being a business in Seneca
County, Margie shared, “It’s family orientated [in
Seneca County]. Any business you have here in
Seneca County, you know someone or you can
get help to do something or you can grow or
expand or ask questions on what to do that’s
what | like about Seneca County. It’s family,
there’s a lot of growth.” The Daniels take great
pride in using local suppliers for their business.
For instance, the flour they use is milled from
Mennel Milling. “The shop has been here for 45
years for a reason. We’ll continue to go as long
as we can,” Margie stated.

Initially, with early beginnings in 1950, the founder, Francis Joseph
“Frankie” Reino, originally opened a burger joint called “The Lighthouse
Restaurant.” He later transitioned to pizza, and sold the first pizza in Tiffin
in 1951.

Similarly to other pizzerias, Reino’s also make their own dough and
sauce. After talking to Johnny Reino, one of the owners and grandson of
Frankie, he shared that the best sellers of pizza are:

-Frankie’s original: mozzarella, provolone, parmesan cheese, whole
peeled tomatoes and hard stick pepperoni

-Nabolidon old world: thin and crispy baked right on the stone, topped
with fresh herbs, chopped garlic, cracked pepper, extra virgin olive oil,
parmesan cheese and two additional toppings

-MST loaded chicken chunk: MST creamy garlic parm sauce, MST
chunks, bacon, banana peppers, pineapple, homemade coleslaw and with
Griff or kitchen sink sauce.

Although being a long-standing
business, Reino’s run into challenges and
competition just like any business. Johnny
shared, however, restaurant people are
the best because they get each other.
“My goal this year is to provide great
service to our community and stability for
my employees,” Johnny stated. Looking
ahead, Johnny expressed that Reino’s is
excited to participate in the Pizza Palooza
event. He also shared that he has a long-
term vision of wanting to reach 100 years
in business.

While all the highlighted pizzerias offer
diverse menus of more than just pizza, it is
their pizza that truly represents them.

Bowling Green State University, home to more
than 19,600 students, is located 30 miles from
Toledo in Bowling Green, which was ranked one
of America’s Best College Towns by WalletHub.

The campus offers a variety of spaces
the public might enjoy. The Marine Biology
Laboratory and the Herpetarium, both located
at 217 Life Sciences Building, may appeal to
those interested in wildlife.

The marine lab offers a chance to view more
than 66 genera of marine life including sea
anemones, corals, starfish, sea urchins, snails,
crabs, lobsters and algae, as well as a wide
variety of marine fish. The animals in the lab are
maintained by students mainly for class study
and research projects, but are also present for
the appreciation of visitors and other students.

The herpetarium includes more than 30
species of animals, including snakes, lizards,
frogs and a tortoise. Its mission is to promote
appreciation of biological diversity as well as
the understanding and respect of organisms
encountered through the field of herpetology
(the study of reptiles and amphibians).

The BGSU Planetarium is a 114-seat public
science theater serving BGSU students, area
schools and the public.

Set under a 40-foot dome, the state-of-the-
art SciDome video system fills the dome with
video that immerses visitors in the cosmos and
shows the sky as it would be seen from any
place on the Earth at any time. The location is
112 Physical Sciences Lab Building.

Many of these facilities have limited or varying
hours in the summer. Visitors are advised to call
ahead, as in some cases visits may need to be
scheduled.

BGSU also offers a variety of youth summer
camps on subjects ranging from creative
writing to exploring nursing careers to marine
biology, along with a variety of camps focused
on athletics and music. More information on
these can be found at bgsu.edu/pre-college-
programs.html.

Heidelberg University is another
walkable campus that offers an easy
stop for visitors, both indoors and
outdoors.

The campus blends historic
academic buildings with open green
space, making it a common place for
a casual walk, a place to sit and enjoy
lunch, or a quieter place to spend some time
near the center of Tiffin.

Areas around the central campus connect
easily to surrounding neighborhoods, giving it
more of a public feel than a closed off university
setting.

Among the more recognizable features is the
campus labyrinth, which provides a quiet place
to walk and spend time, along with a number of
sculptures placed throughout the grounds that
add visual interest.

The university also recently opened Frann’s
Fieldhouse, which has become a key part
of campus activity and adds to the overall
footprint of facilities visitors may notice while
walking through campus.

The fieldhouse is host to a number of
different events to the public, including open-
walk days as well as others, for those who want
to get active but prefer to stay indoors.

In the summer, Heidelberg hosts several
camps and smaller-scale events that bring
visitors onto its campus. The setting remains
open and accessible during the summer, making
it a straightforward stop for visitors looking to
spend time outdoors or incorporate a visit to
Tiffin.

Tiffin University brings a steady mix of
music and events to the community during the
summer. The East Green Amphitheater serves
as a central spot for outdoor concerts, with a
lineup that includes visiting groups and regional
performers across a range of styles.

Shows scheduled throughout the summer
feature everything from jazz and vocal
ensembles to rock and pop-influenced
performances, with shows held at campus
venues such as The Marion Center and The Wall
Street Pub and Grille.

In addition to the concerts, the campus sees
regular activity through a wide range of summer
camps that draw students and families into the
area. Academic camps can be held regarding
a variety of subject areas, while athletic camps
are held for basketball, football, track and field,
volleyball, and tennis.
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The mix of performances and camps
creates a consistent presence on campus and
offers visitors several ways to experience the
university during the summer months.

The University of Toledo’s main
campus is one of its biggest draws for visitors,
with a walkable layout that mixes historic
buildings and open green space.

University Hall, completed in 1931, anchors the
campus and gives it a distinct historical look,
while sculptures placed throughout the campus
create additional points of interest. Several
designated photo spots with smartphone
stands have been added to campus.

University of Toledo

Just off the main campus, the Stranahan
Arboretum offers a quieter outdoor option.
The 47-acre site includes landscaped gardens,
wooded areas, ponds, and prairie space, and is
open to the public free of charge.

On campus, the Ritter Planetarium and
Brooks Observatory provide another public-
facing experience, with regular weekend
programs and telescope viewing nights that
give visitors a chance to see inside a research-
grade observatory.

The university’s largest summer event is Art
on the Mall, this year scheduled for July 26. The
event brings in over 100 artists for a daylong
outdoor show and is free to attend, with parking
available for visitors.

Later in the summer the university typically
hosts a Movie Night at the Glass Bowl, but
details for this year’s event have not yet been
announced at the time of writing.

Summer Fun Guide 2026
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Northwest Ohio is normally associated with popular sites such
as Cedar Point, Ohio Caverns or the entertainment and cultural
destinations in downtown Toledo. But there are also quieter, less-visited
natural areas nestled between these well-known attractions.

Across the area code, there is a network of preserves and wildlife
areas that offer peaceful escapes into some of the region’s most
ecologically rich landscapes.

CANNALEY TREEHOUSE VILLAGE
3520 WATERVILLE SWANTON ROAD, SWANTON

Tucked into the Beach Ridge area of Oak Openings Preserve,
Cannaley Treehouse Village is the only public treehouse village in the
United States — a one-of-a-kind overnight escape suspended in the
treetops.

Cannaley Treehouse Village was created after Metroparks Toledo set
out to “connect more people with nature” and began imagining new
ways to draw visitors into the outdoors. Inspired by the childhood magic
of treehouses, the park district envisioned a treetop lodging experience
and identified newly acquired land in Swanton as the ideal setting.

In partnership with Nelson Treehouse & Supply, the builder featured
on Treehouse Masters, the concept took shape as a linked network of
treehouses, tent platforms, and canopy-walk features designed to be
accessible to both individuals and groups.

Community
donations exceeded
the $1.5 million
fundraising goal,
making the project
possible, and the
village officially
opened in July 2020,
quickly becoming
one of the most in-
demand destinations
in the Metroparks
system. Mondays
and Tuesdays were
later designated as free
“Community Days” so
nonprofits and youth
programs—like the
annual Connections
Camp—could stay at no
cost.

Visitors can choose
from a collection
of elevated, fully

equipped treehouses: a six-person cabin, an ADA-accessible six-person
cabin, an ADA-accessible four-person cabin, and two smaller two-person
treehouses. All are outfitted with electricity, heat and air conditioning,
with restrooms and shower facilities nearby. The village also features
connecting boardwalks, a canopy bridge, a crow’s nest and a shared
campfire area for group gatherings.

For those wanting a more rustic experience, three raised tent and
hammock platforms offer a minimalist way to sleep among the trees.

The village sits at 3520 Waterville Swanton Rd., Swanton, OH 43558,
within the Oak Openings Preserve.

All five private treehouses and the tent/hammock platforms can be
reserved through Metroparks Toledo’s online system, with overnight
stays available year-round. The entire village can also be rented for four
weekends each year for special events. Rates vary by unit and residency,
but generally fall in the $200-$220 per night range for treehouses, plus
taxes and a refundable deposit.

THE BUTTERFLY

HOUSE

After a few years
of stops, starts and
unexpected setbacks, the
Butterfly House is set to
emerge again for the 2026
season — and its fans are
all aflutter.

The Butterfly House
is a warm, greenhouse-
style attraction filled with
free-flying butterflies from
around the world, offering
a peaceful place to wander among flowers and watch butterflies glide
through the air. Visitors can stay as long as they like, and soft classical
music adds to the calm, garden-like atmosphere.

Located at 11455 Obee Road in Whitehouse, the Butterfly House sits
next to the Corn Maze and The Stables at Wheeler Farms. The seasonal
attraction opens May 1 and welcomes visitors through July 26, operating
Thursdays through Sundays.

Admission is $10 for adults, $9 for seniors, and $8 for children ages 4 to
11. Children 3 and younger are admitted free.

The attraction was closed in 2020 and 2021 during the pandemic,
remained closed in 2022 because of storm damage, reopened in
2023 and then faced another unexpected shutdown last year when
environmental issues kept the greenhouse from opening.

“It’s been a challenging few years for the greenhouse, but we’re excited
to welcome everyone back,” said Jane Robertson, lead event associate. “It

really shows how delicate the ecosystem is for the butterflies that live here.”

The Butterfly House typically hosts more than 30 species of butterflies
and moths each season, giving visitors a close look at colors, patterns and
behaviors they might never see in the wild. The Blue Morpho is one of the
biggest draws, known for its bright, iridescent wings.

“We raise the most of this species, so it’s possible to see a sea of 10 or more
Blue Morphos flying in a wave around the greenhouse,” she said.

Another standout is the Lebeau’s Silk Moth, which arrives as a large cocoon
and emerges with a wingspan of nearly five inches. Its size can surprise visitors
who aren’t expecting a moth that big resting quietly among the plants.

Butterflies arrive as chrysalises packed carefully in boxes and are pinned in
a visible containment area until they emerge. Visitors can watch a butterfly
spread its wings for the first time before it’s released into the greenhouse.
Once inside, the butterflies feed on flowering plants, sweet bananas, oranges

The 472-acre preserve attracts
nearly 300 bird species and hosts a wide
variety of wildflowers and wildlife.

During spring migration, Sheldon Marsh also welcomes a variety of
neotropical and shorebirds, according to the Ohio Department of Natural
Resources.

EDISON WOODS METROPARK
10186 CEYLON RD, BERLIN HEIGHTS

Edison Woods spans about 1,300 acres, featuring sandstone cliffs,
wetlands, woodlands, and meadows. It hosts a variety of seasonal
wildflowers, rare plants, amphibians, and reptiles. The MetroPark
covers roughly 550 acres of wetlands and 400 acres of restored native
grasslands.

HOFFMAN FOREST METROPARK
5159 HUFF RD, BERLIN HEIGHTS

Like Edison Woods, Hoffman Forest provides visitors with the
opportunity to observe a diverse range of bird, wildlife, plant, and tree
species. The 40-acre park features grassy trails that meander through
established forests and creek environments.

The Magee Marsh Wildlife Area, which is located along Ohio 2 in Oak
Harbor, encompasses roughly 2,200 acres of coastal wetlands, forests, and

marsh habitat.
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One of the five trails located at the Augusta-Anne Olsen State Nature Preserve,
4934 W. River Road, in Wakeman, is pictured. The nature preserve is home to an
abundance of spring wildflowers as well as a rather large oak-maple tree forest.

AUGUSTA-ANNE OLSEN STATE

NATURE PRESERVE
4934 W. RIVER ROAD, WAKEMAN

This scenic route features five beginner-friendly walking trails and a
large section of the Vermilion River Gorge. Alongside an abundance of
spring wildflowers, the preserve also supports a locally significant oak-
maple forest and a mixed floodplain community.

BLUE HERON RESERVE

2134 COUNTY ROAD 260, VICKERY

This 160-acre property in the northeast corner of Sandusky County,
bordering the Lake Erie marshes, is a haven for bird enthusiasts,
according to the Sandusky County park district.

The constructed wetlands and wet woods provide an ideal habitat for
migrating warblers and waterfowl. Bald eagles are also a common sight.
Blue Heron Reserve is part of the Lake Erie Birding Trail, which spans the
entire Ohio shoreline and includes 88 sites.

MAGEE MARSH WILDLIFE AREA
OHIO 2, OAK HARBOR

The Magee Marsh Wildlife Area, which is located along the southern
shore of Lake Erie in Ottawa County, encompasses roughly 2,200 acres of
coastal wetlands, forests, and marsh habitat.

Lake Erie functions as a natural barrier, causing migratory birds flying
north in spring to stop here to rest and feed before crossing. Magee
Marsh offers a spectacular display during spring and fall migrations, with
over 300 bird species recorded. In spring, visitors can see bald eagles,
owls, ospreys and a wide variety of hawks.

The forested beach ridge on Magee is a vital habitat for more than 150
species of migrating songbirds, including 36 warbler species, as they
pause to rest and refuel on their journey.

In addition to birds, the wetland is home to muskrats, raccoons, skunks,
mink, beavers, and foxes. Cottontail rabbits, fox squirrels, river otters,
coyotes, and white-tailed deer are also present, according to the Ohio
Department of Natural Resources.

FIREMAN’S MONUMENT

245 E. Main St., Ottawa

In front of the Putnam County Courthouse stands what
is believed to be Ohio’s first fireman’s monument, an
18-foot-tall figure depicting a firefighter carrying a
lantern and a rescued child. The monument was first
erected in 1915 — four years after a fire at a blacksmith
shop in Ottawa claimed the lives of two volunteer
firemen, John Kreiger and Joseph N. Hermiller Jr. The
bronze-coated zinc statue was created by JW. Fiske
and Co., New York, and dedicated to Putnam County
firemen — in memory of Kreiger and Hermiller — on
Thanksgiving 1915. The statue was repaired and
rededicated in 2005, and a new retaining wall with the
names of all 12 volunteer fire departments in Putnam

County and the year each was established was erected.

Visitors can get a taste of the War of 1812 at Fort
Meigs, which was constructed in 1813 under the
direction of General William Henry Harrison, who
would go on to become the ninth president of the
United States. Fort Meigs is known as the largest
reconstructed, wooden-walled fortification. The

fort withstood two attacks by the British during the
War of 1812. The fort was rebuilt in 2003, with a new
visitor center and museum added. In addition to the
3,000-square-foot museum, the building includes a
store and classrooms that are available for rent. Four
interactive, blockhouse exhibits detail the history

of the fort, and interpreters dressed in War of 1812
uniforms conduct daily musket demonstrations

and talks throughout the summer. The fort hosts
reenactments May through August.
